Many
times we are the reason for our plans
not to be successful. We need to
understand that our plans can
shatter and our desires not be
fulfilled if we plan in our own ways
asJobsaysinJob 17:11, “ My plans
are shattered and so are the desires
of my heart”.

Job after having experienced
God’s goodness in his life says, in
Job 42:2 “ 1 know that you can do
all things; no plan of yours can be
thwarted. Yes! God wants to fulfill
His plan in our lives, as nothing is
impossible with God.

Many times our enemies may
have plans against us and may look
for opportunities to put us down as
Job mentions in Job 23:14, “He
carries out his decree against me,
and many such plans he still has in
store”. Although our enemies have
many plans againstus it will not come
to pass. So be bold!

David says in Psalm 33:10,

“The Lord foils the plans of the
nations; he thwarts the purposes of
the peoples”.

Our God is all-powerful that he can
foil the plan of nations and thwart
the plans of our enemies. Do not be

afraid!

Moreover, God’s plans can-
not be thwarted and it will stand firm
forever and extend through
generations as David says in
Psalm 33:11, “ But the plans of the
Lord stand firm forever, the
purposes of his heart through all
generations.
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God is the one who plans our
lives. If He plans our lives no one
can thwart. Like David says in
Psalm 40:5 “ The things you
planned for us no one can recount
to you”. Therefore we need to be
willing to plan with His guidance.

Moreover, when we plan
with His guidance He will enable us
to discern the right plan that He has
forus. In accordance with this we
read in Proverbs 19:21, “Many are
the plans in a man’s heart, but it is
the Lord’s purpose which prevails.”

Moreover, when we choose the
plan of God no one can thwart it. It
may be through our enemies in the
form of friends, relatives, co-work-
ers or higher authorities in our work
place. But when we plan with our
Lord no one can hinder it as we read
in Proverbs 21:30, “There is no
wisdom, no insight, no plan that can
succeed against the Lord”.

Our God can bring the plans of
our enemies to nothing. As we read
in Isaiah 19:3, The Lord says ““ The
Egyptians will lose heart, and I will
bring their plans to nothing”. May
be you are undergoing hardships but
remember the Lord is able to bring
the plan of your enemies to nothing
although it may seem huge to our
eyes.

When the Lord plans for us,
it will bring down the pride of the
renowned on the earth as we read
in Isaiah 23:9.“ The Lord Almighty
planned it, to bring low the pride of
all glory and to humble all who are
renowned on the earth.” Thus is the
planning of our Lord.

Our God always has a plan that
is wiser than our plan and higher than
our plan. A plan to give us a hope
and a future and there by to
prosper us as we read in Jeremiah
29:11, “For I know the plans [ have
for you, “declares the Lord, plans
to prosper you and not to harm you,
plans to give you hope and a future.

Moreover when God plans for
us, the enemies cannot understand
the plans of our Lord as we read in
Micah 4:12, “ But they do not
know the thoughts of the Lord, they
do notunderstand His plan”.

May be you are thinking that your
enemies are constantly trying to put
you down by your words or deeds.
But remember that even when Jesus
was in this world the Pharisees
planned to trap Jesus by His words
as we read in Matthew 22:15,
“Then the Pharisees went out and
laid plans to trap Him in His words”.

Butit is the Holy Spirit guidance
we need during such times.
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Finally, when the Lord Almighty
plans for us it will bring terror to our
enemies. Like we see in Isaiah
19:17, “The Land of Judah will
bring terror to the Egyptians, every-
one to whom Judah is mentioned
will be terrified, because of what the
Lord Almighty is planning against
them.

But all that we need to do is
five things so that our plans may suc-
ceed.
1.We need to plan what is Good.
2.We need to plan in a Godly
manner
3.We need to commit our Plans
to God
4.We must ask God to reveal His
plan to us.
5.We need to seek Lord’s
protection.

First, God expects us to plan
what is good in His sight. In
Proverbs 14:22 we read, “ Those
who plan what is good find love and
faithfulness”. Yes only when we plan
what is good can we find God’s
love and faithfulness in what we do.

Second, we must plan in a Godly
manner and avoid worldly manner
aswereadin2 Corin. 1:17,“ When
I planned this, did [ do it lightly? Or
do I make my plans in a worldly
manner so that in the same breath I
say, “Yes, Yes,” and “No, No”?

Third, God expects us to
commit our plans to Him. He
expects us to plan with Him and
commit our plans to Him as we read
in Proverbs 16:03, “Commit to the
Lord whatever you do, and your
plans will succeed.”

Fourth, the Lord always wants
to reveal His plan to us through His
servants. As we read in Amos 3:7
“Surely the sovereign Lord does
nothing without revealing His plan
to His servants the prophets.”

Fifth, many times the plans of
our enemies look perfect in our eyes
to put us down and we may feel dis-
turbed. But all that we have to do is
to ask the Lord for His  protec-
tion. Like David says in Psalm
140:4 “ Keep me, O Lord, from
the hands of the wicked; protect
me from men of violence who plan
to trip my feet”.

Thus when we do all these
five things God will make all our
plans succeed.

Letus confess positively with
our mouth saying, ‘Lord my God
your plans are my plans, and mine
yours. Who can stand against your
plans? I take victory in your plan. I
commit my plans into your Hands.
Your plans formewill  succeed.”

On the first day prayer, the names [RElgH
of villages in Uttiramerur Unionj were iatee
read out and prayer of praise was ™
raised. In this, TVGM Secretary, Bro. =&
Stephen Christopher participated, gave £
useful advice to the workers and prayed.
Pastor Stephen from Chennai shared
the Lord’s message.

Then the village workers were split

into 11 groups and each group prayed for their respective villages allot-
ted to them where they were to minister.On behalf of Bethel Assembly
Church, Edmachhi village the mid-day meal was served to the village
workers. Thereafter, the 11 groups dispersed into the villages with prayer
and staying in available places, went around and ministered for 5 days.

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CHRISTIAN LEADERSHIP CENTER FOCUS -

WHAT KIND OF FUTURE CHRISTIAN LEADERS
DO WE NEED?
A Leader who is able to contextualize Christianity
in a secular setting.
We need future leaders who will have a sound understanding of

how the Gospel in the light of other religions should be applied in the
secular. Only a leader with a good understanding will know how to
streamline what to say or what not to say. By contextualizing the Gospel
within the secular setting a leader can become usefulin  effectively
reaching a wider audience rather than a minimal one. For example,
when Jesus ministered to the village people he used parables as we
read in Matthew, Mark, Luke and John.
A Leader who is able to have a concern for God’s people
A leader must be a person of concern. Only a persons
concern will drive a person to do any specific task. Similarly, a
Christian leader needs concern for the Children of God when they
struggle or when they are persecuted. Today, a sense of concern among
Christian leaders is very minimal. A leader that is able to have concern
when another leader is in need is most important. For example we see
that when Nehemiah heard that that the walls of Jerusalem were
broken and the gates were burned with fire he wept, mourned, fasted
and prayed as we read in Nehemiah 1:4 “When I (Nehemiah)
heard theses things, I sat down and wept. For some days I
mourned and fasted and prayed before the God of heaven.”
This was the concern he had that enabled him to re-build the walls of

Jerusalem successfully.
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A Leader who will be able to be a Christian witness
at any cost

A leader himself must be willing to witness at any cost. When a
person is a good witness it will raise more powerful leaders when they
see their witness and sacrifice. Not being a good witness brings down
the passion of existing leaders and causes irrefutable shame.
Christianity has grown to this extent because of Christian leaders who
were a witness and set an example to the people. Being a Christian
witness means being a Christian martyr. For example, we read about
the example of Peter in the Christian History who died as a Martyr
being nailed to the Cross upside down.

A Leader who will be able to profess Christian faith
at any cost
Every Christian leader must be a leader who has the competence
to profess their faith to a willing soul. By not being able to profess we
can loose even the most willing soul. Being able to profess Christian
faith will be crucial, as it needs to be developed like a skill. There is no
second option in this case. The more we profess the more God can
use us for His glory. We see Paul as a model being an apostle who
was able to profess his faith in the Bible.

A Leader needs to be a person of influence in the

secular realm.

Only if a person can be well versed with the above four areas of
Christian Leadership can a person be an effective influence in a secular
setting. Moreover, only a leader who is a person of influence in the
secular realm can influence a larger group of people. Many people are
willing to listen to a person of influence because of the effective role
they play through their personality and effective service in the secular
realm. For example, we read about Nehemiah. Nehemiah worked in
the king’s office and he was a person of influence in the secular realm
during that time. Therefore, when he had this concern to rebuild the
walls of Jerusalem, he goes to Jerusalem with the king’s favor and
permission (Nehemiah 2:5), which enabled him to please God and
benefit a large group of people.

It will cost Rs.3000/- to provide food
for 200 persons every week or month.
Thursday : Pray that the Lord may
raise generous donors who can give
Rs.1,00,000/- to help those servants
of God who are facing financial con-
straints to build churches in church-
less places and to complete the con-
struction of churches which are left
half-way due to want of adequate
funds. To construct a complete
church an amount of Rs.2 lakhs is
required (each church measuring
30’ x 15°). Pray that God may help
to raise churches at the rate of one
Church for a group of 100 houses.

Friday : Pray that the expenses to
buy one lakh Gospel books required
for 100-Village Ministry in the year
2010 be met and to enable light up
the Gospel light in 10,000 houses
every month.

Rs.10,000/- will be required to buy
10,000 Gospel books.
Saturday : Pray that the children
in our Children Home who are
studying 10" and +2 classes may
pay serious attention to their studies
and pass with high marks.

Further, officials from the Social
Welfare Department inspected our
Children Home and have asked us
to rectify the defects pointed out by
them; otherwise, there is every like-
lihood of Government not granting
permission, they told. Since the
building works have to be completed
within 2010 May, pray earnestly
that the needs may be met.
Sunday : Pray earnestly that in the
year 2010 God may help to open
many Branch offices, Vision Camps
conducted every month, and to give
an impetus to this programme a
permanent music group be formed
and necessary equipments bought.
